MORE ABOUT ROSAS DE PULPA

The songs of Rosas are about its poetry: the words of the great Spanish-language poets Gustavo Bécquer and Pablo Neruda  (whose poem Campesina or Peasant Girl, gave the CD its title,) a friend of Sciammarella’s youth, the stage director Francisco Javier and the beloved Argentine poet Francisco Luis Bernádez, whose words open the album. These are poems about loves won and lost, about death and creativity. Full English translations are contained in the extensive booklet. 

All the music on Rosas traces the path of the creative genius: from Sciammarella's youth -- in the simplicity of Cantigas de amigo (Songs of a Friend), to the powerful social indictment and full blown compositional art song style of the title song.  His music illuminates a spiritual path: from a bitter testimonial on the futility of art, which opens the album, through the humorous tango-influenced rant of Hoy como ayer to the triumphant Credo (Creed) -- the rewarding, precipitous and intensely brilliant path of a creative artist who has survived.

The Credo was recorded at Shoal Creek, Alabama, using the Paolo Fazioli F212 grand piano, 2006. Soprano Diane McNaron has chosen to perform the songs, whose composer is from Buenos Aires, in an Argentine accent. The project to record Credo was implemented by Craig Hultgren.
